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ANALYSIS OF USE OF THE INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATION
PLATFORMS IN EDUCATION

The purpose of the article. The article highlights the use of information technologies in education and their
impact on educators. The research and analysis of the use of information and communication technologies in
education such as the Learning Management System and ePortfolio were conducted. The comparative analysis
of data technologies is given. Methodology. Methods of research: literature analysis - studying the capabilities
of each technique and indicating their functional set; the way of the system and comparative analysis - for
analyzing various information platforms, identifying their advantages and disadvantages, comparative study
of technologies. The scientific novelty of the work is to conduct a comparative analysis of information and
communication platforms in education. Opportunities, advantages, and criteria of evaluation of information
platforms from self-development of the applicant of education are investigated. Conclusions. Investigation of
the functional of LMS-systems and ePortfolio, analysis of their possible impact on the educational process;
the advantages of the introduction of such technologies are outlined, and a comparative analysis of these
technologies is carried out.

The urgency of the article. Information
technology is a tool that allows you to benefit
from any industry. Education is not an exception;
modern technologies provide such benefits as:
facilitating the transfer of information between
teachersandstudents; overcomingcommunication
and geographical boundaries; improving student
knowledge; control over student’s progress,
continuous improvement of teachers’ knowledge;
providing students with relevant knowledge.

Analysisofrecentresearchandpublications.
Researchers from this field were: Helen Barrett,
authorofmanymethodologicalrecommendations

and the developer of the first rules for compiling
ePortfolio [1]; Karen Barnstable has created
many blogs with recommendations for the
compilation of ePortfolio [2]; John DiMarco,
George Lorenzo and John Ittelson are authors
of the basic textbooks on ePortfolio [3; 4],
Charlotte Denisson and Leslie Abrutin. Of the
domestic scientists, there are such scholars
who popularized and developed the first works
on these areas, such as: B. Demida, S.
Sagaidak, I. Kopyl, L.F. Panchenko, Y. Polat and
T. Novikova, O. Smolyaninov, A. Skornyakova,
O. Shevchenko, N. Ostrazhkova [5; 6].
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The purpose of the article is to analyze the
use of information and communication platforms
in the modern educational system. The main
objectives of the article are: research and analysis
of the widespread Learning Management System;
analysisofePortfoliotechnology withineducation;
Comparison of the Learning Management System
and ePortfolio technologies.

The novelty of the work is that a comparative
analysis of information platforms, which are
actively implemented in the educational process
in Ukraine, was conducted.

the Advanced Distributed Learning group
has developed the Sharable Content Object
Reference Model standard or shortened SCORM.
The SCORM standard manages two things - the
content of the system and the exchange of data
during its work. At the moment, the current and
latest standard is SCORM 2004 or SCORM 1.3,
which includes requirements for the management
system of training [7].

In this article, technologies such as the
Learning Management System and ePortfolio
will be considered Figure 1.

Learning Management System or LMS-
system is a learning management system that
allows you to create a single base of electronic
courses and study materials with the ability to
manage their content and remote access to the
system itself [8]. An example of LMS-systems
is: Blackboard Learn; ATutor; Moodle; Google
Classroom.

Blackboard Learn is an LMS-system
for interactive teaching, learning, community
building and knowledge sharing. Blackboard
Learn is an open and flexible system designed
to improve the performance of students and
students. Blackboard supports employees
from all educational institutions, from general
education schools and higher education

institutions to adult education and training in the

workplace.
Blackboard Learn allows you to conduct
online learning in both synchronous and

asynchronous environments. In a synchronous
environment, students and faculty interact in
real time. In an asynchronous environment, the
interaction takes place over long periods of time,
for example during a discussion. Students and
students have the time to make communication
more meaningful.

In Blackboard Learn there are three types of
courses, this one:

e fully interactive course: communication
takes place on the Internet, course materials are
transmitted electronically, student and student work
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1sevaluated on the Internet, communication is carried
out using interactive means of communication;

e combined course: the participants meet at
the appointed time for classes or laboratory work,
the duration of studies is reduced through online
classes, eye and interactive exercises enhance
and complement each other;

e traditional course with auxiliary web
components: the participants meet in the
classroom for scheduled classes, but online
teaching materials such as homework, schedules
and additional discussions are posted. [9].

To create a course in the teacher’s system,
it is necessary to adjust the access to the course,
that is, under which conditions and who has the
right to view and record, and the course, for
example, the course may be free for all. Then
you need to set the course type by selecting the
subject, audience, time and course of the course
in the settings. At the discretion of the teacher,
you can invite other teachers or assistants to the
course.

The advantages of Blackboard Learn are
that this LMS-system is cross-platform and has
a large amount of methodological material for
both teachers and students. It should be noted
that the system is paid, depending on the type of
educational institution and the volume of users,
the price may be different.

ATutor 1s a LMS web based Open Source
system and distributed under the GNU GPL
License. ATutor is used to develop and provide
courses on the Internet. The program is easy to
install, customize, and configure. This LMS is
modular, that is, it consists of separate modules,
and it is possible to upgrade and expand the
system [10].

The main features of the ATutor system
depend on the type of user, they are in systems of
3 types: students; instructors; administrators.

Students can personalize and edit personal
information, view and write down new courses,
browse course materials and download packs
of training materials for personal training. The

system allows for testing, interviewing and
viewing their results; the system also allows
participants to communicate with such means
of communication as: synchronous (chats,
teleconferences, whiteboards);asynchronous(ads,
forums, forums, emails, blogs, wikis, comments
in file sharing). ATutor also implements a group
of systems and file exchanger to share files within
their group and course.

Instructors or teachers have the same
capabilities as students, and they have access to
tools for creating training courses. Instructors have
the opportunity to create training courses within
the system, define access rights to them and other
properties. The built-in content editor allows
you to manage the structure, period of access,
and view usage statistics. Wide opportunities for
creating and managing tests, questions, organizing
the course questions database, previewing tests,
reviewing user test attempts, the ability to evaluate
them, viewing statistics by tests. The system has
a built-in vocabulary with course dates and a list
of references where the sources are listed.

The administrator in the system has such
features as managing user accounts and defining
their role. The administrator also manages
common system parameters, such as design,
interface language, and installation or removal of
modules [10; 11].

ATutor is a very user-friendly LMS system
that is easy to use. One of the advantages is its
multiplatform and distribution under the GNU
GPL license, which is free of charge.

Moodle i1s a free and open LMS
system designed to bring together educators,
administrators and students (students) into one
robust, secure and integrated system for creating
a personalized learning environment. Moodle
primarily focuses on the interaction between the
teacher and student groups [10]. The Moodle
system can be customized and personalized for
each organization, Figure 2 shows a customized
system for the needs of the Vasyl Stus Donetsk
National University.

Moodle provides such features as:

e a modern and simple interface with the
ability to fully customize it for your needs;

e a single calendar that allows you to
monitor the dates of courses, group meetings and
follow the corporate calendar.;

e synchronize files with cloud storage, for
example: MS OneDrive, Dropbox and Google
Drive;

e embedded text editor, with the ability to
format text and add media files;

e anotification system for new tasks, posts
in forums, responses to tasks and the ability to
exchange messages between users;

e the system has a built-in authentication,
registration and user role management system;

e the ability to connect additional plugins
and modules;

e Moodle has a built-in reporting journal
where you can view and create a detailed user
activity report [13].

The LMS Moodle system is not the first
year used in the Vasyl Stus Donetsk National
University. The system allows you to improve
the educational process, both remotely and
internally. The Moodle assignments and courses
allow students to study the material more deeply
and in more detail, and in the event of difficulties
accessing study materials or courses in previous
years, as well as watching video lessons and
contacting teachers. An example of setting
the course «System Analysis of Information
Processes» in the system at the Donetsk National
University named after Vasyl Stus is the image in
Figure 3. In this image, you can see the following
tools like: event calendar, course management,
rating log, and recent actions.

The LMS Moodle systemis amultifunctional
and powerful educational platform, with its
advantages such as complexity, multiplatformity,
the ability to control user actions and powerful
tools for improving the system. One of the
drawbacks is the difficulty in setting up and
installing a system with the help of a small
group.

Google Classroom is a Google Developer
API, an application that allows you to link third-
party services to Google’s infrastructure. With its
help, educational institutions and IT companies
can create tools for working with the class and
G Suite for Education, as well as customize the
class for their own needs [14].

Google Classroom provides the following
features:

e convenient addition of students, students
can join the courses themselves with code;

e joint teaching, the possibility to invite
up to 20 other teachers to the course;

e convenient templates, quick creation of
individual tasks for each student;

e flexible course settings, the ability to add
a deadline for assigning tasks, customize a task
score scale, track probe tasks, create surveys and
create individual tasks, as shown in Figure 4;

e the system is cross-platform, it can be
used both on personal computers and on mobile
devices, provided that a special application is
downloaded;

e integration and synchronization with
other Google services [15; 16].

The Google Classroom has the following
benefits:

® quick setup and simple interface;

e the speed of information exchange;

e saving time for teachers and students;

e productive and quick communication
between all parties in communications;

e integrate with services like Google
Docs, Calendar, Gmail, Google Cloud Storage,
and Forms;

e free and secure users.
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The Google Classroom technology is

relatively new, but has already managed to gain
popularity. The system has such advantages
as ease and free of charge, but with respect to
previous systems there is not such a great tool for
customization.

The ePortfolio technology is a modern
approach to assessing student knowledge and
continuous demonstration of their knowledge.
ePortfolio technology is a webpage or website
that hosts students’ work, their achievements and
work experience, usually they are placed on the
educational institution’s website. These pages
or sites are written personally by the student
in languages such as: HTML, CSS, JavaScript
and other languages. In case of impossibility to
write a page or a site, students can use a large
toolkit of ready-made platforms, students can
only correctly fill out and personalize their site,
for example, with the help of constructors like
Pathbrite, WordPress, Mahara, PortfolioBox
or using the CMS of the Joomla system. Each
of these tools has its own peculiarities and
advantages, but writing a portfolio of your own
is an invaluable opportunity to demonstrate your
real skills. An approach to using constructors is
popular in Western higher education institutions

where students use a university-written service to
demonstrate their knowledge, for example, as it
was done at the San Francisco State University.

The ePortfolio technology benefits from
introducing it to a higher education institution,
both for students and teachers.

Students create their own website or page,
showing their achievements, skills and abilities.
ePortfolio serves as its own repository and platform
for demonstrating its scientific achievements,
awards and developments. The advantage of using
ePortfolio for students is that educators themselves
are interested in quality content and create their own
e-portfolio, because in the future employers will be
able to look at their potential employee and make
sure of his knowledge and skills. The introduction
of such technology will also help increase the
student’s information competence and encourage
them to learn or improve knowledge of such
languages as HTML, CSS, JavaScript and PHP.

The educational institution and teachers will
receive a high-quality student knowledge control
tool, they will be able to accurately assess student’s
knowledge of the whole period of their studies,
to see students’ skills and their weaknesses.
The institution of higher education can increase
its prestige and popularity, as well as turning
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the attention of its potential employer students.
But with these benefits, there will be a need to
control the ePortfolio created by students, before
the task of teachers will be to check ePortfolio
to match the student’s knowledge. The need to
create a mechanism for creating, coordinating
and publishing ePortfolio by students.

Currently Vasyl Stus Donetsk National
University is engaged in the introduction and

development of ePortfolio technology — Figure
5. This system will work together with the
LMS-system Moodle and complement one
another. The aim of the project is to increase
the student’s information competence, level of
knowledge, productivity of training, and also
increase of employer’s interest in the students
of the educational institution.

Based on data from the LMS-system
and ePortfolio, a comparative analysis of these
technologies can be made, from the point of view of
the impact on self-development of the student during
the educational process. To conduct a comparative

analysis, it is proposed to use the scale of evaluation

of each criterion from 0 to 3, where 0 — is an absent
influence, and 3 is a big influence. On the basis of
the conducted research using the expert estimation
method, the following results were obtained (Table
1). At the end of Table 1 is the summary result for
each technology.

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Based on the datain Table 1, we can conclude
that ePortfolio technology has a better effect on
the self-development of the education provider
while studying.

7o achieve the goal, the main
tasks are to determine an analytical framework
of the study; develop an algorithm for formu-
lating the conceptual principles of the scientific
journal creation and functioning; form a system
of conceptual principles of the scientific journal
creation and functioning.

Analysis of recent research and publica-
tions. The journal pattern of disseminating scien-
tific knowledge in the aspects of ‘’registration”
of a new idea or research, “’certification’ of the
research quality, informing about the research and
its results has been successfully tested by time
[10]. The mainstream of the up-to-date global
science is the accumulation of high-quality scien-
tific knowledge in the context of a single interna-
tional scientific information space [2; 3]. The uni-
fied scientific information space can be regarded
as a “factual and interpretative field”, which is
a mass communication environment, where the
fact with a plurality of its interpretations, distrib-
uted by the means of communication, is a compo-
nent of the knowledge management system [4]. It
is implemented by integrating scientific content
of the regional and international publications into
international scientometric databases (SMDB).
Indexing in the relevant SMDBs is an indicator
of the journal status, which should ensure the
compliance with international quality standards.
Scientific journals undergo strict “face control”
according to the criteria that reflect the concep-
tual foundations for functioning of a high-quality
scientific publication [5; 7].

The representation of domestic scientific
periodicals in international SMDBs is a problem
area of the scientific communication sphere. The
main reason for the insignificant dynamics of
the integration process of domestic publications
into the international information space is their
nonconformity with the basic principles of func-
tioning of the international sample of scientific
journal, which causes a paradoxical increase in

the number of scientific publications against the
background of deterioration in their quality [8, 9].
Removal of this disharmony requires the devel-
opment of a unified concept of scientific journal
[10], which will transform the national scientific
periodical publications and bring it to a new level
in accordance with modern standards and regu-
latory requirements governing the presentation
of scientific publications in electronic space and
creating effective sophisticated information re-
sources [6]. Domestic scientists have repeatedly
attempted to analyze in detail the requirements of
SMDBs for journals and formulate general rec-
ommendations on their basis [7; 8; 11].

An important role in the field of scientific
communication belongs to the academic and
scientific libraries, which gradually modernize
their functional and intended purpose in line with
modern trends in the development of science. An
important direction in the activities of Scientific
Library of Lviv Polytechnic National University
(SL) has become the multidisciplinary activity on
adaptation of the creation and organization of the
content of academic publications issued by the
scientific and educational institutions and depart-
ments of the University in accordance with the
requirements of domestic and international stan-
dards. In this aspect, the key tasks of the SL are
to carry out scientific, methodological, and con-
sulting activities to update the content creation of
the existing and to establish new academic pub-
lications of the Lviv Polytechnic University in
accordance with the requirements of the leading
SMDBs.

Presentation of the main material. The sys-
tem of conceptual principles for the creation and
functioning of the scientific journal, presented
on the official website of Scientific Library of
Lviv Polytechnic National University [1], is the
result of analytical and synthetic elaboration of
the requirements of the world’s leading SMDBs
Scopus, Web of Science and Index Copernicus.
The algorithm of forming a system of concep-
tual principles of functioning of an international
sample of scientific journal covers a number of
stages (Fig. 1).

The content analysis of official information
resources Scopus [14], Web of Science [15] and
Index Copernicus [13] allowed singling out infor-
mation arrays directly related to the requirements
for scientific journals and the peculiarities of their
selection for each of the chosen databases.

Three lists of requirements, put forward by
each of the SMDBs for scientific journals, have
been formed by generalizing designated informa-
tion arrays.

Comparison of the generalized lists re-
vealed a one hundred per cent convergence of
the requirements in their sense, except for certain
points concerning the peculiarities of evaluating
scientific journals by the experts of the corre-
sponding database. At the same time, every list
has inherent differences in the systematization
and wording of requirements. Having selected
the analogue requirements from each of the list,
they were grouped by sense.

By generalizing the formulations of groups
of analogue requirements and requirements that
have no analogues in all three databases, a single
common list of principles of the creation and func-
tioning of scientific journals has been formed.

According to the subjects of activity, a uni-
fied general list of principles of the creation and

functioning of scientific journals is stratified into
three groups:

— general principles of editorial policy of a
scientific journal;

— principles of content creation of a scien-
tific journal;

— principles of website design of a scientific
journal.

The general principles of editorial policy
of the scientific journal reflect the conformity
with domestic and international standards of
publishing activity. They cover a set of decisive
approaches to the creation and functioning of a
scientific journal:

1. Publication of the reviewed materials.

2. Compliance with the standards of pub-
lishing ethics and avoidance of unfair behavior
[12].

3. Correspondence of the actual publica-
tion of the journal with the declared periodicity,
which is checked by the experts of scientometric
databases through analysis of:

— archive of journal issues at least two years
before the application is submitted to Scopus;

— archive of journal issues for the current
year at the time the application is submitted to
Index Copernicus;
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— three journal issues, which will be pub-
lished after the application has been submitted to
Web of Science.

4. Involvement of foreign authors, review-
ers and members of the editorial board.

5. Availability of printed and electronic (in
XML, PDF format) versions of the journal with
ISSN-print and ISSN-online assigned IDs respec-
tively.

6. Availability of own website. In particular,
experts of Web of Science recommend using a
special Open Journal Systems platform.

Publication of only reviewed materials and
adherence by the editorial board of the scientific
journal to the Provision on publishing ethics and
avoidance of unfair behavior is a guarantee of the
high quality of the publication as a source of reli-
able scientific knowledge.

The correspondence of the actual journal is-
sue with the declared periodicity is equivalent to
the stability of the journal functioning, the evi-
dence of the availability of sufficient authors.

The involvement of foreign authors, review-
ers and members of the editorial board is an inte-
gral feature of an international scientific publica-
tion. The scope of geography of authors serves as
an indicator of trustworthiness of the journal in
the global scientific community.

The assignment of ISSN identification num-
bers to the scientific journal and the availability
of its own website helps to ensure the identifica-
tion of its uniqueness and “visibility” in the infor-
mation space.

The principles of creating the content of a
scientific journal include a set of approaches to
ensure compliance of the form of presentation
and identification of scientific content of the jour-
nal:

1. Compliance with the rules of the interna-
tional publishing convention, which stipulate:

— uniqueness, informative value and rel-
evance of the journal name;

— availability of basic metadata on the cover
of the paper and electronic versions of the journal,

— clarity and standardization of the journal
structure;

— descriptiveness of headings and abstracts
of articles;

— completeness of contact information about
each author;

— completeness of bibliographic informa-
tion for cited references;

— availability of article identifiers, in par-
ticular digital object identifier (DOI)

2. Unification of the language of content:

— submission of publications in English is a
priority;

— submission of publications in the language
of the original with the mandatory duplication in
English of the main metadata (title of the article,
abstract, key words, information about the authors)
and the quotation list in the Latin transcription.

Compliance with the standards of the interna-
tional publishing convention is an indicator of the
level and quality of editorial processing of the con-
tent of the scientific journal, which manifests itself
in standardization and unification of the structure
and design of the articles and the scientific journal
in general, as well as in ensuring effective mecha-
nisms for publications search in the information
space by providing digital object identifier (DOI).

The unification of the language of journal
presentation is the result of the linguistic editing
of scientific content in order to expand the jour-
nal readership.

The principles of website design of the sci-
entific journal reflect a set of approaches to the
presentation of the publication on the Internet
that ensure the transparency of its functioning
and promotion among information consumers:

1. Availability of the English version of the
website.

2. Availability of an electronic system for
storing download statistics and articles printout
from a website.

3. Expanded information content of the
website, which includes:

— browseable and downloadable electronic
archive of journal issues (full text and abstract);

— information on the subject and periodicity
of the journal issues;

— information on the editor-in-chief, struc-
ture and composition of the editorial board and
the international advisory board;

— information about the journal’s publishing
house;

— statement on compliance with publishing
ethics;

— information on the organization of the re-
view procedure;

— a review manual and a downloadable re-

view form;

— unified requirements for authors regard-
ing the design, presentation and criteria for ar-

ticles selection;

—an application form of the author (down-
loadable) regarding the originality of the study,
the author’s contribution to the article, the ab-
sence of a conflict of interest, financial resourc-

es of the study (to be filled out and sent by the
author to the journal staff in case of acceptance
of the article for publication).

The principle of expansion of the infor-
mation content of the website of the scientific
journal reflects the principles of its structuring
in order to realize the maximum “visibility” of
the publication on the Internet (Fig. 2).

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The need to create an English version of the
website corresponds to the principle of unification
of the content language of the journal in the aspect
of expanding the readership. The availability
of an electronic system for storing download
statistics and articles printout from a website, the
electronic archive of issues and the level of detail

of the information content, which reflects the
main aspects of the journal functioning, serves as
a tool for an adequate expert review of its quality
and demand.

All groups of stratified principles, being
in symbiotic relationship, form a single system

(Fig. 3).
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The general principles of editorial policy
form the core of the scientific journal concept
and are specified in the principles of the content
creation and website design.

Conclusions. The defined conceptual prin-
ciples of the creation and functioning of the sci-
entific journal correspond to the domestic, inter-
national standards of publishing activity and pub-
lishing ethics, as well as requirements of the lead-
ing SMDBs. Three main directions of updating
of the scientific journal have been distinguished:
implementation of the effective editorial policy,
development of a high quality content, creation
of own web site.

The principles of editorial policy of the
scientific journal reflect the conformity with do-
mestic and international standards of publishing
activity and cover a set of approaches that are the
basis of the organization of processes for the cre-
ation and functioning of a scientific journal.

The principles of creating the content of a
scientific journal include a set of approaches to
ensure compliance of the form of presentation
and identification of scientific content of the jour-
nal, which is the result of editorial processing and
linguistic editing.

The principles of the website design of the
scientific journal reflect a set of approaches to the
presentation on the Internet that ensure the trans-
parency of functioning of the publication and
promotion among information consumers:

All groups of principles form a single sys-
tem and are inextricably linked with each other.
Multifaceted implementation of the formed con-
ceptual principles will ensure the compliance of
the scientific journal with international standards
as a source of high-quality scientific content and
reliable scientific knowledge.
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AUTO COMMUNICATIVE NATURE OF THE DOCUMENTS
OF PERSONAL ORIGIN (1941-1945)

The purpose of the article. The introduction of the auto communicative documents into the scientific
circulation and their involvement in the study of the Soviet Resistance movement provide for identifying
the terminological peculiarities of documents, ascertaining their specific diversity as to the specifics of
targeted communication, and methods of determining the informational potential, which is the purpose of
this article. The methodology assumes the use of methods of analysis and synthesis as well as a descriptive
way for considering the historiography of the problem of introducing sources of this type, establishing their
informativeness and formulating appropriate generalizations and conclusions. The scientific novelty of the
work provides for justifying the specifics of auto communicative documents and their informational potential
in the scientific research. Conclusions. There was established the necessity to attract reports of this type to
scientific research, the social orientation of the communicative direction of the text is justified that is inherent
only to this document.

The historically conditioned development
of humankind results in the formation of the con-
victions often reflected in the records of eyewit-
nesses. The process of emancipation of human
subjective reality in certain stages of develop-
ment affects the formation of interpersonal rela-
tions and is expressed in the emergence of fixed
subjective emotional bursts as well as in the per-
ception of the surrounding reality. Such a trend of
expressing the subjective creativity and the way
of preserving one’s thoughts resulted in the emer-
gence and isolation of the documents of personal
origin. Documents of personal origin are a kind
of document sources of written nature, the func-
tion of which is to establish interpersonal com-
munication in the evolutionary and existential
universe and autocommunication. To this type of
personal documents belong diaries, private corre-
spondence, memoirs-autobiographies, memoirs
— “modern stories”, essayistics, confessions, and
others [1, p. 466].

Studying the specifics of documents of per-
sonal origin, it is worth recalling the works of for-
eign Russian source study and some of the works
of Ukrainian source researchers H. Strelsky, I.
Voitsekhivs’ka, [1, 2, 3]. A range of documents of
personal origin was introduced into the scientific
circulation as far back as the end of the 19" cen-

tury, but the social and historical significance of
the information they contain is somewhat dimin-
ished in the scientific research, since it requires
the involvement of its own methodological tools
for criticism and verification of the received data
by the official documents. For full-fledged in-
troduction of the documents of personal origin
into the scientific circulation, their involvement
in the research of the document sources of the
Soviet Resistance movement, it is important to
determine the terminological features of these
documents, their typological diversity according
to the specifics of the targeted communication as
well as methods of finding out their informative
potential that all shape the aim of the article.

The content uniqueness and informative
value of the personal origin sources lies in the
fact that they are personal reflections of witnesses
of the events under investigation. Such historical
documents, in spite of the subjectivity and style
of presenting the information, allow of compre-
hending the motives of the characters’ behavior,
reconstructing their spiritual world, recreating
the images of the military period.

Researching the documents of personal
origin, it is necessary to determine their specific
variety and classify them according to the most
characteristic features. The main criterion for the
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classification of that type documents is the direc-
tion of the established by them communicative
relations, according to which they can be divided
into autocommunication (diaries, autobiogra-
phies) documents and documents of interperson-
al communication (the remaining memoirs and
epistolary texts). At the same time, the second
group of documents can be divided according to
the same principle into the sources with a fixed
addressee (correspondence, stories addressed to
the descendants) and with an indefinite addressee
(memoirs-“modern stories”, memoirs, confes-
sions). By communicative relations, documents
of personal origin are divided into sources aimed
at establishing evolutionary (secondary social)
and coexistential (in the narrow communication
circle) ties [1, p. 466-467]. The unchanging main
function of the documents of personal origin is
the establishment of the secondary social connec-
tions of an individual in the evolutionary whole.

The suggested classification is weighty,
since it conditions differences in the methods of
study as well as it is necessary for the clarifica-
tion of the informational value of sources. It is
obvious that the addressee (fixed / unfixed) influ-
ences the author to a different degree. However,
it is important to take into consideration that dif-
ferent addressness as well as orientation directed
at the evolutionary or existential whole both af-
fect the degree of integrity of document sources,
their concentration in archives, and possibility of
their searching. The components of the document
analysis determine the degree of adequacy of the
conceptions as to the certain type of document
sources. The classification of the sources is not
constant and may vary depending on the object
and subject of the study, completeness of sources,
stated aim and objectives of the work. The sys-
tematics and typology of the document sources
in the study is an important creative process. It is
important for the author to confirm the hypoth-
eses only by the existing theoretical studies.

In the process of studying the autocommu-
nicative documents, it is necessary to take into
account theoretical and methodological tools of
the special historical discipline within the frame-
works of a separate study of memoirs suggested
by Voitsekhivs’ka, I.N. The author proposes the
definition of “memoirism” (Latin. Memory’ /
French ‘recollection, reminiscence’) as the study

of narrative works of personal origin, created on
the basis of impressions recorded in writing or in
the memory of the author about the events, the
participant or witness of which he was” [3, p.
359]. Here belong author’s diaries (record books,
notes), recollection or memoirs, autobiographi-
cal records, literary processed memories, and
obituaries. Defining the author’s individuality as
the major characteristic peculiarity of memoirs,
the author emphasizes the need for their criti-
cism, which includes five stages: to ascertain the
source’s authorship, to determine the impelling
motives for creating a memoir source; to ascer-
tain the time and place of the memoirs’ creation;
to define the writing form of memoirs (diaries,
memoirs, autobiographical records, literary re-
cord); to determine the completeness and reli-
ability of the source [3, p. 360—364]. Such a list
will allow of establishing a complete description
of the document and its source value.

The social and historical information ob-
tained from the criticism and the actual data of
the autocommunicative sources of the participants
of the Soviet Resistance movement require care-
ful examination, since they can accommodate not
only unconsciousness (decorating their role and
significance) but also direct (custom-made) falsifi-
cation of facts. That is why information from such
sources should be compared with press materials,
official documents and other document sources.

In the elaboration of this group of docu-
ments H.V. Strelsky devotes particular attention
to the questions of critical analysis of memoir
literature (external and internal criticism), which
are well represented in source study historiogra-
phy [2]. For external criticism the author counts
such issues as authentication of the source (the
genuine belonging to the attributed author), the
research of history of the text’s originality, condi-
tions and methods of edition and re-edition with
the aim to ascertain the level of confidence to the
edition, determination of the number and nature
of the strata of different editions, clarification of
distortions during the first edition of the original
text and the restoration of the latter [2, p. 268; 4,
p. 115, 118]. As for the internal memoir criticism,
it includes ascertaining the social belonging of
the memorialist, his social and employment sta-
tus, profession and degree of education [2, p.
269-270; 4, p. 109, 113].
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The discovered document social informa-
tion as to the memoir and diary heritage of guer-
rilla activity can be conditionally divided into
several groups depending on the value-significant
mythologems, each of which reflects the inherent
level of communication between the population
and the governing structures. The first group of
mythologems is associated with the reflection of
such issues as patriotism (often custom-made),
loyalty and self-sacrificing work on the Soviet
motherland. In the post-war memoirs and remi-
niscences of combatants and partisans, there can
be traced the following common features of nar-
rative: standardization of the descriptions of mil-
itary operations, the presence of an “order” for
patriotism, glorification, mythologization and ro-
manticization of the events of the Soviet-German
War. The second group of mythologems aims at
expressing the views of eyewitnesses about the
devotion of the Soviet citizens to communism
and the Party. The non-alternative Soviet life cor-
responded to the general guidelines of the Soviet
communist propaganda [5]. The party used all
the power of the imperious administrative ap-
paratus for raising the morale among the troops
and partisans, establishing the necessary political
consciousness in military trials. Therefore, in the
memoirs and diary reminiscences, much atten-
tion is paid to the role of the Communist Party in
the fight against the Germans (attackers), which
is more evident in the memoirs of partisans and
underground workers.

An important attribute of the Soviet “reali-
ties” is glorifying the leader. Therefore, the third
group of mythologems is close to the previous
one and includes plots about the personality cult
and “contribution of the leader of J. Stalin” to the
military events of 1941-1945 on the territory of
Ukraine. The authors of such documents, who
mostly belonged to the circle of the Communist
Party leaders and the Soviet Generals, preserved
deep respect for the leader, which revealed itself
in the emotions and the subject matter of memo-
ries. In the testimonies of the former war veter-
ans and partisans of the later Soviet period, the
idealization of the leader attenuated, more atten-
tion is paid to other Soviet leaders. The following
group of mythologems includes the description
and heroization of partisans and underground
fighters, romantization of images, especially of

the deceased heroes [5]. The authors pay great at-
tention to the detailed description of the realized
tasks given by commanders of the partisan de-
tachments and units, emphasizing the successful
performance of tasks in the German rear, that was
already a feat for each partisan, and at the same
time was affecting the assessment of events and
processes in general.

The fifth group of mythologems in the
sources of personal origin is associated with a
high evaluation of the heroic deeds hroughout the
war on the part of children and youth, older gen-
eration, experienced participants of previous wars
[5]. The authors idealize the general social mood,
in particular that all people regardless of social
stratification were helping in the fight against
the enemy. A network of the Komsomol organi-
zations played a special role in the education of
youth. The role of the Komsomol members in the
struggle against the enemy can be traced in most
memories, which became the basis for further
mythologization of certain figures for the educa-
tion of youth in the communist spirit.

One of the distinctive features of the mythol-
ogization of the Soviet-German War in the testi-
monies of the military generation was the attempt
of shaping a negative image and a generalized
conception of the enemy. The dominant feature
of the mass consciousness of the Soviet society
was the active rejection of the policies and prac-
tices of the German occupation authorities, their
ideology and morals. The psychological nature of
confrontation as a form of expression of thoughts
and actions of people follow from the essence of
the very military existence. Only in war the psy-
chological construction of “we — they” exists in
a pure form of mutual rejection [6]. This mythol-
ogized perception of the enemy’s image was ac-
cumulated primarily in military memories, where
there were emotionally negative descriptions of
the enemy, e.g. “fritz”, “fascist”. The general-
ized image of the enemy contained a mythologi-
cal component, the universal negativity became
a mythologem. Positive features of the enemy
were rather an exception than regularity. The last
group of mythologems can also include heroiza-
tion of the partisan and clandestine activity. In
their works, authors did not pay much attention
or ignored the phenomenon of treason and facts
of cooperation with the Germans. For the authors
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of memoirs, those who collaborated with the oc-
cupation authorities were more than enemies —
they were defectors, traitors, strange “elements”.
Such a general characteristic can be made on the
basis of available published and archival mate-
rial relating to the group of autocommunicative
documents of personal origin.

Autocommunicative documents of per-
sonal origin, revealing the events on the territory
of Ukraine in the period 1941-1945, occupy a
prominent place in the documentary array of the
National Archival Fund of Ukraine and is an im-
portant source of socio-historical information and
a model of existing communication technologies
in the society of that time. Among the archival
document collections, there should be separately
mentioned those of the Central State Archives of
Public Associations of Ukraine (CSAPAU). Pro-
file regional archival institutions, funds and ex-
positions of domestic museum institutions also
possess a noticeable potential [7].

Unlike official documents, which are com-
piled according to certain rules, it is the autocom-
municative documents that most clearly reflect
the individual character traits of their author, his
perception of the surrounding reality and often
contain such data about events that are almost
impossible to find in the official documenta-
tion. All autocommunicative materials collected
in the personal funds of the participants of the
Second World War, which are stored in the archi-
val fund of Ukraine, can be divided into the fol-
lowing groups: autocommunicative documents
of the direct participants in combat operations
on the fronts; autocommunicative documents of
the guerrilla and underground fighters; autocom-
municative documents of the rear workers, who
during the Soviet-German War worked at enter-
prises, in educational establishments, went to the
front as part of concert brigades, and others. The
suggested systematization corresponds to a group
of autocommunicative documents of personal
origin — memoirs, diaries, autobiographies and
so on. Documents of personal nature of guerrilla
and clandestine movements presented in various
regional archival funds are not always singled out
into collections [7].

Documents of the personal origin fund of
the central and regional archives of Ukraine, as
a rule, are divided into several thematic groups:

autocommunicative documents in biographies,
autobiographies, diary notes, diaries, documents
of interpersonal communication — documents
of official, scientific, creative and public activ-
ity, correspondence and literature [7]. It is quite
natural that the information of the autocommu-
nicative documents of the partisans and clandes-
tine participants is supplemented with official
documents. The central archival institutions of
Ukraine possess their own archive fund structur-
ing and thematically distinguish collections of
personal origin belonging to partisan and clan-
destine fighters. Therefore, it is logical to con-
sider archive autocommunicative documents due
to the collections of regional partisan leaders and
partisan units and detachments.

Varieties of the autocommunicative sources
include diaries and various notes, among which
the following types can be singled out: by vol-
ume (short or expanded records); by regularity
(frequent, systematic); by dates (always strictly
dated or dated carelessly). To here also belong:
diaries, covering the events of a short period of
time (field diary), diaries that develop into a sep-
arate genre of literature. The specified group of
autocommunicative sources of personal origin,
diaries and notes, tending to grow into the genre
of fiction, become a form of artistic representa-
tion of life according to the vision of the author.
Such a document evokes the interest of an ordi-
nary reader, but impels the researchers severely
criticize the author’s or eyewitness’s personal
view. Such sources completely reflect the essence
of the Soviet era, because the communist world-
view of a person was choiceless that was mas-
sively captured in the documents of that time.

Among the document arrays of the Central
State Archive of Public Associations of Ukraine
there are both partisan personal funds and those
devoted to partisan detachments — from the fund
62, illustrating the activity of the Ukrainian Head-
quarters of Partisan Movement (UHPM) to the
fund 262. Each of them presents documents of au-
tocommunicative nature — diary notes, author’s
records describing the events of partisan activities,
autobiographical documents and photographs [7].
In addition to these, there are also diaries writ-
ten by various levels of leadership as well as by
simple partisans. These documents combine genre
similarities, although some diaries are rather diary
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notes. Diary documents require critics due to their
subjectivity, providing author’s judgments about
the events, heroism and cowardice both of leaders
and partisan composition.

In addition to archival institutions, a large
number of diaries is accumulated in the collections
of Ukrainian museums as well as in the funds of
the National Museum of History of Ukraine in the
Second World War. Guerrilla diaries are kept in the
memorial complex. In 2015, the museum research
assistants for the first time published the full ver-
sions of the diary notes of the Soviet Resistance
participants in Ukraine that is of F. Tkachenko, M.
Sheremet, Y. Bashmak, K. Stepanov and P. Khy-
mych. They possess a powerful source information
potential and reflect quite a few complex poorly
studied pages in the history of partisan-underground
struggle on the Ukrainian territory during the Sovi-
et-German War [7].

The opposite side of the struggle is always
interesting, and Ukrainian archives also store diary
documents of the German soldiers. It is exemplified
by the “Extracts from the diary of the German Ma-
jor Karl Dorman on guerrilla warfare in the tempo-
rarily occupied territory of the Soviet Union”. It is
worth noting that diaries and diary entries of Soviet
soldiers do not differ from those of the Germans.
They are characterized by the emotional way of in-
formation transmission about surrounding reality, as
well as psychological tension. The diaries are writ-
ten frankly, resembling confessions of individual
participants in the Second World War.

The information about participants of par-
tisan detachments is preserved in the thematic
funds of the CSAPAU. Among such documents,
there are autobiographies of the Communist
Party and Komsomol members, autobiographi-
cal data in other types of paper documentation,
diary notes on daily life of guerrilla fighters, di-
ary entries about combat activity, full-fledged

diaries with the recording of guerrilla activity.
In addition to autocommunicative information
of personal nature, every large detachment or
unit possessed its own diary at its headquarters.
A large array of autocommunicative sources is
accumulated in the fund-collections of national
and regional museum institutions of Ukraine. So
in the National Museum of Ukrainian History in
the World War II. The memorial complex con-
centrates the combat and partisan characteristics,
autobiographies, memories of the participants in
the Soviet Resistance movement, their relatives,
close acquaintances, former single-servicemen,
copies of transcripts of conversations, references
and other documents [7].

Quite a representative range of memories of
the participants in the Soviet Resistance move-
ment was archaeologically processed and was
published in scientific and documentary publi-
cations, collections of documents and materials.
The socio-historical potential of such materials
enables the researcher to carry out profound his-
torical reconstructions of the integral picture of
the Soviet Resistance and war movement. Infor-
mation subjectivity, one’s own thoughts and judg-
ments, acceptable decorations of perception of
the surrounding reality, allow us to see events and
phenomena from the participant’s point of view,
to reflect the worldview of the person. Such doc-
ument sources are stored mainly in the personal
funds of central and regional archives. Quite a
significant layer of the mentioned source array is
published in separate editions as well as placed in
various collections of documents and materials.
The socio-historical potential of such materials
makes it possible for the researcher to carry out
deep historical reconstructions of the activities of
individual detachments and to shape an integral
picture of the regional Resistance Movement in
1941-1945 on the territory of Ukraine.

An analysis of the structure of state institutions in the area of culture showed that its social institutions are
distinguished by socio cultural functions, types of activities and types of cultural product, the way of business
and implementation of state policy in the cultural sphere. Institutions create and transfer for archival storage
the documentary complexes that carry out documentation activities, as part of the documentary complexes of
these institutions there are both official and unofficial documents of official and creative nature representing
its development.
